System Requirements 
 
DotNetNuke 4.5.5x or higher. 
 
SQL2005Express/SQL2005Server or higher 
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Installation 
 

New Install  
 

After downloading the install package you must extract its contents by right clicking the file then click extract all. 
 
Login to DNN as host and go to Host > Module Definitions  then click Install Module . 
 
Locate the Install folder within the extracted package and install all  the zip files found within it. 
 
Important:  all zip files found within the install folder are r equired to be installed for proper operation.  
 

 
 

 
 
 

PA to Source Upgrade 
 

Upgrading a private assembly install to source install requires the removal of the private assemblies from the bin folder.  
 
Important: Failure to do this will cause the same code to be p resent twice displaying an ambiguous compiler error . 
 
Locate the bin folder within the DNN install and delete  all websuite assemblies. 
This is done through ftp or tools provided by your host. 
 
You are now ready to install as outlined in the new install section. 
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Portal Setup 
 
Applying Portal Template 

 
Important:  The site wizard can have undesirable results with e xisting setups therefore it should be used on new s etups only.  
 
Using the portal wizard  will speed the setup by adding roles and module settings needed and is recommended on new sites only.  
 
Locate the template file found in the install package support folder and upload it to the “Portals/_default” folder on your DNN install. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Go to Admin > Site Wizard  and run the template corresponding to your setup. 
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Adding Modules  
 

After completing the installation use the DNN control panel to add the necessary pages and modules to your web site. 
 

 
 
Before beginning you will need to determine whether the search module will have a vertical or horizontal layout on the page. 
 
Create a page named Inventory . 
Add WS Vehicle (S) or WS RealEstate (S)  Module to the LeftPane  for vertical display or ContentPane  for horizontal display. 
Add WS Vehicle (M) or WS RealEstate (M)  Module to the ContentPane.  
 
 

Search Module  
 
The search module requires the ModuleID of the main module that it will be associated with. 
 
Go to WS Vehicle (M) or WS RealEstate (M)  Module and select Edit Settings.   
Note the ModuleID located in the upper right corner of the edit page. 
 

 
 
Go to WS Vehicle (S) or WS RealEstate (S)  Module and select Edit Settings.   
Add the ModuleID noted above to the ModuleID field and update. 

 
 
By default the search module displays horizontal/wide  to change this to vertical/tall . 
Go to WS Vehicle (S) or WS RealEstate (S)  Module and select Edit Designer.    
Click Default Tall  then Update.  
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Main Module 
 
Security Roles 

 
A number of DNN security roles can be modified to limit users access to the modules functionality. 
 
Edit Module 
 
  Provides full control of the module and is given to site administrators. 
 
Company Manager 
 
  Gives access to manage profiles and listings of all users within the company 
 
Company User 
 
  Gives access to manages profile and listings for that user 
 
Import Manager ( professional / enterprise only ) 
 
  Gives access to manage import settings.  
 
Import User ( professional / enterprise only ) 
 
  Gives access to manage import processes.  
 
Export Manager ( professional / enterprise only ) 
 
  Gives access to manage export settings. 
 
Export User ( professional / enterprise only ) 
 
  Gives access to manage export processes. 
 
Auto Approved 
 
  Auto approves listings, when not checked Edit Module  or Company Manager Roles  must approve. 
 
 
Go to WS Vehicle (M) or WS RealEstate (M)  Module and select Settings.  
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Localization/Language  
 
Localization is supported and modified through the DNN Localization/Languages.  
In addition to changing the language to your desired local this can be useful for changing field names to fit your propose. 
 
Go to Admin > Language . 
 
With the left menu tree drill down to the module you wish to add/change and modify as necessary.

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Pick Lists 
 
The contents of the pick lists found within the edit listings page are configurable through DNN Lists. 
 
Go to Host > Lists . 
 
Within the left menu select the pick list you wish to add/change, and modify as necessary.

Profile Management 

 
Manage Company Profiles 

 
To manage a company profile login as host, administrator, or company manager and go to edit profiles. 
 

 
 
 

Locate the “portal administrator”  from the user pick list located in the upper right corner.  
Once the “portal administrator” is selected the company icon will appear in the upper left corner. 
Click the company icon and fill in the appropriate information. 
 
Important:  You must be logged in as host, administrator, or co mpany manager to access the user pick list . 
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Manage Contact Profiles  
 

To manage contact profiles login as host, administrator, company manager, or company user and go to edit profiles. 
 

 
 
 
Locate the user you wish to edit from the user pick list located in the upper right corner. 
Fill in the appropriate information. 
 
Important:  You must be logged in as host, administrator, or co mpany manager to access the user pick list.  
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Listings Management 
 
Listing management was designed to have as few steps as possible managing listings to improve the speed of record management.  
The search module dynamically creates categories so the requirement of adding them manually is not necessary.   
Images are batched uploaded five at a time. 
 
To manage inventory listings login as host, administrator, company manager, or company user and go to edit listings. 
 

 
 
 

Home 
 
The home page  displays the number of current and allowed records the selected users has.  
If no user is selected the information displays the current company information. 
 
Important:  You must be logged in as host, administrator, or co mpany manager to access the user pick list.  
Important:  To add listings you must select a user from the use r pick list if logged in as a management role.  
 

 
 

List 
 

The list page  displays the records of the current user.  
If no user is selected, records of the current company are displayed.  
Select individual records to edit, or bulk update featured, approved, or remove listings. 
 
Important:  You must be logged in as host, administrator, or co mpany manager to access the user pick list.  
Important:  To add listings you must select a user from the use r pick list if logged in as a management role. 
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Add/Edit Listing 
 

The add/edit page  manages the content of listings 
 
Important:  You must be logged in as host, administrator, or co mpany manager to access the user pick list.  
Important:  To add listings you must select a user from the use r pick list if logged in as a management role.  
 

 
 
 
 
 

Add/Edit Image   
 
The add/edit image page  manages the images of listings 
 
Unlimited images are supported for each listing, and are batch uploaded five at a time. 
Batch upload additional images by selecting more images and click update 
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Import 
 
The import page  provides tools to process import routines.  
 
(Import utility requires professional or enterprise license ) 
 

 
 
 
Import Settings 
 
The import settings page  contains tools for setting available types, transport methods, synchronize, and image processing. 
 

 
 
 
Import Types  
 
Import types are extensible files/classes containing specific import routines that take advantage of available base class API’s. 
By adding custom types to the appropriate extension folder will make them available for use. 
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Export 
 
The export page  provides tools to process export routines.  
 
(Export utility requires professional or enterprise license ) 
 

 
 
 
Export Settings 
 
The export settings page  contains tools for setting available types, transport methods, query types, and image processing. 
 

 
 
 
Export Types  
 
Export types are extensible files/classes containing specific export routines that take advantage of available base class API’s. 
By adding custom types to the appropriate extension folder will make them available for use. 
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Data Management 
 
Approvals  

 
Listings  and Profiles  have approved settings that restrict access to publicly view listings. 
Using the profile-approved option, listings of users and companies are easily disabled. 
 

 
 
 

Settings 
 
To manage settings login as host, administrator and go to edit settings. 
 

 

 
Expire records a number of days after the origination, this setting will also add, “renew options” to the edit list page. 
Purge data will remove all records with an expired date older than the number days. 
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Appendix 
 
Portal Administrator 
 
In single company setups the “portal administrator” is the company owner. If you are not sure which user has this role. 
Go to Admin > Site Settings > Advanced Settings > Other S ettings  and note the user in the administrator pick list. 
 

 
 
 
Next go to Admin > User Accounts  and note this users username. 
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Scheduler Setup 
 
WebSuite 5.x supports optional scheduler process PurgeLog  and PurgeListing . 
 
PurgeLog  provides routine maintenance that purges aged records for WS Log (M)  module. 
 
PurgeListing  provides routine maintenance that purges expired records for WS Vehicle (M)  or WS RealEstate (M)  module.  
Additional settings on this feature can be found within the “Edit Settings” of the main module. 
 
Two SQL scripts are provided that add the necessary settings to the DNN scheduler. 
To add the scheduler process a SQL script will need to be executed through the “Host > SQL” utility. 
 
It is important to know your version of WebSuite yo u are running (PA or Source). 
If upgrading or the wrong script is run, re-running  the correct script will remove and install the cor rect settings. 
 
Go to “Host > SQL”  and browse to the support folder within the package and select the proper script for your install. 
Select Run as Script  and Execute . 
 

  

 
 
 
Open the “Host > Schedule”  utility then enable and adjust settings as desired.  
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Web.config Settings  
 
These are optional  settings, and only need to be added if the defaults are not desired. 
 
Settings below are to be applied within. 
<appSettings> </appSettings> 
 
1.) Sets storage of images to "file system" or "data base" 

 
<add key="WebSuite_ImageStore" value="fs" />   
(fs=file system, db=data base)  
 
 

2.) Sets maximum size of the image to be uploaded 
 
<add key="WebSuite_ImageUpload" value="0" />  
(0=no restriction) (example: 250000) 
 
 

3.) Sets quality of the image resample 
 
<add key="WebSuite_ImageQuality" value="65" />   
(medium value: 65) 
 
 

4.) Sets location of the cascading style sheet to "WebSuite" or "DotNetNuke" 
 
<add key="WebSuite_StyleSheet" value="ws" />   
(ws=websuite, dnn=dotnetnuke) 
 
 

5.) Sets the number of concurrent listings, expired days, and company security level for the dnn user role. 
 
<add key="WebSuite_UserRole;RoleName " value="0;0;0" /> 
 
This config has two types with four settings. 
 
“Key”  has one setting ("WebSuite_UserRole; RoleName ") 
  This is the role name created with DNN Roles.  
  (example: company manager) 
 
“Value”  has up to three numeric settings 
 
  First position (value=" 0;0;0")  (professional or enterprise only)  
    Sets the number of concurrent records user can have 
    (0=unlimited) 
 
  Second position (value="0; 0;0")  (professional or enterprise only)  
    Sets the number of days records expire  
    (0=unlimited) 
 
  Third position (value="0;0; 0")  (enterprise only)  
    Sets the security for company creation  
    (0=none) 
    (1=create company) 
    (2=select company)  
 
 

6.) Sets the server level license (enterprise only ) 
 
<add key="WebSuite_LicenseKey_Vehicle" value="LicenseKey " /> 
<add key="WebSuite_LicenseKey_RealEstate" value="LicenseKey " />
